■  President Joe Biden has nominated Judge Ketanji Brown Jackson 
to serve as the next Justice on the Supreme Court, making her 
the first black woman to receive a Supreme Court nomination.

■  The 2022 Winter Paralympics in Beijing welcomed athletes from 
6 main categories: amputee, cerebral palsy, intellectual disabil-
ity, visually impaired, spinal injuries and “les autres” or French for 
“the others,” which encompasses conditions that do not fall in the 
other categories. Ukrainian-born Oksana Masters won the 1st U.S. 
gold of the Paralympics and dedicated her victory to the people 
of her homeland.

■  International Women’s Day, celebrated annually on March 8th 
is a global day celebrating the social, economic, cultural and 
political achievements of women. This year’s United Nations 
theme for International Women’s Day is “gender equality for a 
sustainable tomorrow,” highlighting how women around the 
world are responding to climate change.

■  St. Patrick’s Day celebrates Irish American culture, music, and 
contributions to American life. The day of celebration was es-
tablished by General George Washington on March 17th, 1780, 
in recognition of the contributions made by many Irish troops 
in the fight for America’s independence. 

■  Irish American Heritage Month is celebrated to honor the 
achievements and contributions of Irish immigrants and their 
descendants living in the United States. It was first celebrated 
in 1991.
